Transporting Poultry

There is a lot of variation of containers that are suitable for transporting poultry.
A. Cat or Dog carry crate
B. Cardboard box with holes
C. Wooden box with wire section or holes
D. Wire cages with paper or cardboard on floor to stop toes from getting squashed between wire and floor
E. Commerical poultry crates
DO NOT PUT POULTRY IN CHAFF BAGS or plastic containers with sealed lids (no air flow) ETC
Seriously consider the temperature on the day
Please remember that your air conditioner does not reach the boot so on hot days travel birds in cab with you.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Also remember with hatch back vehicles that the sun comes in the glass back window  which acts as a magnifier and your air-con is not a good back there as in the front. So you can kill your poultry very quickly even if you are comfortable in the front. Also sun can come thru side window directly on to birds and over heat them. So when travelling check which side of car sun is on.
Day olds need to be kept at about 30 deg. So don’t put directly under air-con unless extremely hot day. Sealed box in air-con car so not directly on them. But NOT in the boot usually keeps them comfortable if chirping constantly something is wrong.  Do not travel babies with water movement of the car splashes the water and can make chickens cold. Better to stop and give them a drink on long trips.
